WHY LARGE FORMAT?

THE SCHEIMPFLUG RULE

To provide sharp focus over the

entire picture when main object

plane is at an angle to the

camera, the object main plane,

the lens plane and the image

plane must intersect in one

common line.

This rule can be applied by

swinging the groundglass or

(and) the lens standard. 

object main plane
(for example plane of table, carpet, meadows)

lens plane

image plane



WHY LARGE FORMAT?

1. Shooting with non-displaced camera: 
the main view shows converging lines.

2. Shooting with camera and parallel adjust-
ments: the main view is seen undistorted.

1a. Set camera to the object, frame the
image (camera is shown from above).

2b. Adjust rear standard parallel to main view.
Transfer angle to lens standard.
